* How to propose an oral or poster presentation: We are seeking abstracts for 
presentations relevant to behavioural medicine.  Oral presentations will normally be 
allocated a 20 minute slot; 15 minutes talk, 5 minutes discussion. All abstracts will be 
peer-reviewed as part of the selection process. The two abstracts considered to represent 
the most outstanding contribution to behavioural medicine will be selected by a sub-group 
of the UKSBM Executive Committee (with reference to the peer-review scores) and will 
be offered a keynote address.  

NPRI Researchers: If you are submitting an abstract for one of the NPRI oral presentation 
sessions within the UKSBM meeting, please ensure that you tick the appropriate box. Only 
abstracts from NPRI grant-holders, or which derive from NPRI-funded projects (and have 
permission from the grant-holder) are eligible for the NPRI sessions. Anyone can submit 
abstracts for UKSBM oral and poster presentations. However, please do not submit the 
same abstract for both UKSBM and NPRI sessions. 

Powerpoint and OHP facilities are available. The deadline for submission of abstracts 
is  Friday 6th June 2008 .  Preference will be given to abstracts which cite results (or for 
those where authors will be in a position to update abstracts with results by the time of the 
conference).  If you wish to propose an oral or poster presentation, please email a Word
